	Brief Course Description:

Algebra II/Advanced Algebra is the culminating course in a sequence of three high school courses designed to ensure career and college readiness. It is designed to prepare students for fourth course options relevant to their career pursuits. 

The standards in the three-course high school sequence specify the mathematics that all students should study in order to be college and career ready. Additional mathematics content is provided in fourth credit courses and advanced courses including pre-calculus, calculus, advanced statistics, discrete mathematics, and mathematics of finance courses. High school course content standards are listed by conceptual categories including Number and Quantity, Algebra, Functions, Geometry, and Statistics and Probability. Conceptual categories portray a coherent view of high school mathematics content; a student’s work with functions, for example, crosses a number of traditional course boundaries, potentially up through and including calculus. Standards for Mathematical Practice provide the foundation for instruction and assessment.

Tutoring sessions will be offered frequently. Students may opt to attend tutorial sessions scheduled by other teachers. Tutoring sessions may be cancelled or changed due to faculty meetings, parent conferences, etc… 

Please understand that tutoring is made available to those students who struggle with math and need the extra support.  Students who do not participate in class, are unmotivated, or do not first put forth individual effort will not be admitted to tutoring, at the teacher’s discretion.  Likewise, off-task behavior and distractions during tutoring will not be tolerated, and will result in the loss of tutoring privileges.

	Major Standards & Elements:


It is in Algebra II/Advanced Algebra that students pull together and apply the accumulation of learning that they have from their previous courses, with content grouped into six critical areas, organized into units. They apply methods from probability and statistics to draw inferences and conclusions from data. Students expand their repertoire of functions to include quadratic (with complex solutions), polynomial, rational, and radical functions. And, finally, students bring together all of their experience with functions to create models and solve contextual problems. The Mathematical Practice Standards apply throughout each course and, together with the content standards, prescribe that students experience mathematics as a coherent, useful, and logical subject that makes use of their ability to make sense of problem situations.

	Formative Assessments are samples of students work before, during, and after instruction that identify needs and help provide continuous feedback to students which can include journal writing, projects, hands-on activities, quizzes, homework, etc.
	Summative/Formal Assessments are major culminating tasks such as projects, research, essays, labs, portfolio, tests, etc.

Informal Activities:  Non-weighted practice opportunities that will assist the student in mastering the standards.

	Major Projects/Due Dates:

In each unit, there is usually 2 quizzes and 2 tests.  In traditional classes, that will mean there is an assessment approximately once a week.  In block classes, there will often be one quiz and one test in a week.  All quizzes and tests will be announced prior to being given and announced through the weekly emails.



	Conduct & Work Habit Expectations:

Students are expected to be attentive in class, to take notes as instructed, and to do daily homework assignments.  Students should participate in tutoring with one of the teachers of this class when difficulties arise.  Because this class moves at a fairly rapid pace and builds onto previous concepts, students should not hesitate to find help when needed.  Likewise, any make-up work must be done in a timely manner.  (The Hornet Handbook supplement states: For every day that a student is absent, he or she is given that many days to complete make-up work up to five (5) days.)
Plagiarism/Cheating Policy:   Cheating and/or plagiarism are regarded as very serious offenses.  Copying or paraphrasing material/text from the work of another student, from published sources (i.e.:  Cliff Notes, magazines, newspapers, etc.) and/or from the Internet without proper documentation constitutes academic theft which will result in a zero and possibly an administrative referral.
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
